« Be careful about yourself and others.

« Put the garbage in a garbage can or take it
with you.

« Know where you are and familiarize yourself
with tips and limitations about the region.

« According to every man's right you can move
around in nature by foot, on a bicycle, skis,

by boat or horseback from sunrise to sunset
on any landowner’s territory if such activities
do not cause the landowners any damages.
Movement and other every man’s rights are
limited on nature reserves, hiking areas, calm
traffic areas, fields and plantations.
«Waterways of public water bodies are open
for everyone for moving, accessing the shore
and shore paths. Shore paths of navigable
water bodies are 10 meters wide, for other
water bodies it is 4 meters.

« Short-term presence on landscapes for
recreational purposes, tanning, swimming,
picking natural products, fishing, anchoring or
beaching your boat is allowed at same loca-
tions and on same conditions as movement
by ground. For a longer stay you will need the
landowner’s permit. Permit is not necessary if
designated and prepared camping and camp
fire areas are used.

« Making a camp fire on a peat surface, rubble
stones or beach sand is not allowed. Without
a permit, camping stove that will keep the fire
higher from the ground can be used. Camp
fire must be safe and when leaving, it must be
made sure that the fire has been put out and
coal has completely burned down.

« On public water bodies fishing is free when a
single hand line is used. Other fishing equip-
ment requires a fishing license that can be
applied for at www.pilet.ee.

« Hunting in Estonia is requlated by law, it is
not categorized as every man’s right. Hunting
license can be applied for at www.pilet.ee.

- Walking a dog in the nature is allowed when
they are on the leash, except during a hunting
season.

«When moving across the landscape, disturb-
ing wild animals and birds should be avoided,
especially at their breeding and nesting spots.
It is forbidden to drive to spawning or nesting
spots of fish and birds on water bodies.

EN " River Pdrnu, being 144 km long, is the
second longest river in Estonia. It is generally
a slow river that is also suitable for traveling
with children. Current if faster during high
waters in spring and autumn. In other times,
the flow is faster on smaller rapids, old mill
dams or their remnants. By its size and water
volume, River Parnu is easily passable in sum-
mer, when the water level gets lower (except
for the beginning and some exceptional sec-
tions that become rockier and full of plants
when the water level drops).

When moving along the river, you can enjoy
the versatile landscape - higher and lower
shores, meadows and grasslands, villages
and people working in their home yards. On
the route of River Parnu there are interesting
sights: a Devonian sandstone outcrop in Tol
village, known as ,Tori Hell, the scenic Tiiri
city and C. R. Jakobson Farm Museum at
Kurgja and old mills/mill ruins/factories. On
the River Parnu with versatile bird and animal
habitat, you have a high likeliness to meet
haly cons, mergansers, golden eyes, ducks,
great crested grebes, common sandpipers. If
you get lucky, you will also spot a mink, otter
or beaver, there are several signs of otter acti-
vity (chewn and fallen trees, nests and dams).
River Pdrnu is also one of the richest rivers in
Estonia when it comes to species and number
of organisms. Most commonly caught fish is
roach, bass, pike. Hikers often catch fish and
prepare their catch on the camp site.

The river starts at Roosna-Alliku but it’s the
best to start the trip after Paide city, as befo-
re Paide, the river is more narrow and full of
fallen trees, etc. Starting from Joesuu village,
where River Navesti flows into River Parnu,
River Parnu becomes very wide and can be a
bit frightening to some hikers. In close proxi-
mity or even directly on the shore, there are
multiple tourism companies (resorts, tourism
farms, etc.) that also rent out canoes. Multip-
le highway bridges also cross the river, pro-
viding good opportunities for starting and
completing a canoe trip. For multi-day trips
hikers can use camping sites at recreation
areas (for a charge), in the yard of Kurgja Farm
Museum or the old school house at Samliku.
Interesting facts! At Stone Age, the river ba-
sin of Parnu was the most populated area in
Estonia. The oldest known village spot is in
Pérnu County, near Pulli village.
