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EN The whole length of the river is 53 km.
However, only 17 km from Riva * to Labrags
¢ village are cleaned up.
The Riva river is a novelty to the list of all
season boating rivers. Most probably it will
become one of the most popular one-day
boating trip rivers in the Western Latvia
thanks to the good geographical state, easy
access and the good infrastructure (camp si-
tes, small hotels, taverns and the sea).
The beginning of the route next to the brid-
ge in the Riva village * shows no evidence
of something special. A shore overgrown by
alders, rushes dredged in the river during
kolkhoz times, an agricultural landscape
around. However, after less than a kilometre
the river rumbles under a railway bridge of
an interesting construction and the Riva
gets back its river bed with a natural flowing
and its characteristic landscapes. The shores
are tightly overgrown by black alders with
rumbling roots rowers usually call mangro-
ves. The flow of the river is fast but not full
of rapids. After the last house of the Riva
village surroundings civilization is comple-
tely gone and crazy curves start the way to
the sea. Chubs rushes in the lucid water. You
can often see some pikes but the attentive
rowers can even notice some trout fishes
here. The shores are overgrown by a great
forest - oaks, fir trees, ash trees, maples. The-
re are even some separate larch fields that is
a great rarity in the wild nature.
The ferroconcrete bridge ® is a good half
way landmark after 8 km. Rapid changes
come behind the bridge again - the incli-
nation of the river increases and it becomes
much more wider. The deciduous trees stay
behind and an old fir tree forest starts to sur-
round you. High sand hills appear. You can
take a nice stop and make a small picnic on
the sandbanks and islands. In most places
theriver bed is covered by sand but the dep-
th rarely exceeds 50cm - a perfect place for
children to swim. In the last two kilometres
before the finish the forest turns into A wide
grassy lowland inhabited by beavers. The
shores and the river bed is thickly over-
grown by reedmaces and clubrushes whe-
re the flow has made its way through wide
enough for the boat to pass. The rowers call
this place a “Crocodile farm”. This stretch of
the river next to the ferroconcrete bridge at
Gumbas ® is considered the most optimal
place for families with children - not too
short, not too long. It is interesting enough
for boating and having rest on the shore.
The canoeing finish is next to the wooden
bridge © over the Rivariver that is built over
the dykes of the old paper mill. The canoeing
trip on the Riva river can be extended by
passing the dykes along the left shore and
boating last 1.2km to the sea °. In this case
you must be ready to oar back to the woo-
den bridge but it is not a problem because
the river is very slow here. The place where
the Riva river flows into the sea is one of the
most scenic seacoasts in Latvia. However, if
you do not want to oar to the sea, you can
have a meal at Riva's tavern or cafe Labrags
while waiting for your boat operator.

Tips and advices:

« The Riva river is suitable for fast water kayaks,
SitOnTop kayaks and canoe.

« During conditions of increased water level (flood)
it is mandatory to have a previous paddling expe-
rience! The Riva river is technically complicated
when the water level is high.

« In very dry summers there can be separate im-
passable places due to shallowness.

« You will find the kilometre signs on the bridges
and at the other landmarks when canoeing to the
seal

« The local forests are full of mushrooms and ber-
ries therefore take a basket and a knife with you.

« Be responsible - use a life jacket. It is compulsory
for children under the age 12.

« Avoid using alcohol, choose safe swimming
places which are suitable for your swimming skills !
«Do notstand up when you areina canoe - you will
fall over! Be careful when getting in the canoe and
when approaching the shore - these are the most
often moments when people fall in water!

- There should be at least one hermetically packed
cell phone. Make sure you have the canoe rental
company's telephone number and an evacuation
plan, if necessary! The river makes curves along
the road. In some places it is in 10-20 m distance,
in other it is 400 m therefore an evacuation is pos-
sible regularly.

« The river stays cleaner behind you - take the gar-
bage with you!

«Atthe end of the route - never try kayaking on the
sea waves. Kayaking with a river canoe is danger-
ous in an open sea!

« Canoeing on the Riva river can be combined with
a rest at the beach in one day or kayaking at the
sea to the direction of Pavilosta or Jirkalne in
the second day! Ask your water tourism operator
about such opportunity!
