Castle Mound. More detailed informa-
tion about Sidgunda’ s Veckalns (also Vecais
mountain) as a castle mound in confluence
corner of the Suda and the Mergupe was
given in 1939 by K. Rozitis. Side against Mer-
gupe is particularly steep, in area of mound’s
rampart it is partially slipped down. 7 m high
mound slope on the opposite side towards
the Suda River seems as artificially made
even steeper. Mound plateau (60 x 70 m) in
E side against the Suda River is bounded with
natural swampy depression, which probably
served for protection of the castle mound, but
against the Mergupe River the depression is
still artificially deepened. In the cultural layer
of castle mound surrounding was found a
chapel with cemetery, coins from 16th — 18th
century and parts of household items. Writ-
ten legends often stated that the church or
ancient prayer mountain was located in the
very castle mound, what sunk either in the
mountain or in nearby existing river. It seems
that information on contemporary chapel,
the church and/or prayer house in the castle
mound have merged, however, it cannot be
excluded that there was a special sacred place
in Sidgunda castle mount. (Urtans, 1995).

Manor house - castle — was built in 1780-
1782; in the middle of 19th century it was mo-
dernized by attaching neo-Gothic appearance
toit.

After destruction in 1905 the castle was restored
by its last owner Baron von Hahnenfeld. Since
1920 in the castle is the school. In the Museum
can be seen exposition of surrounding history.

3 EN/Koderi Castle Mound ®—150m
Koderi castle mound, whose local name
is “Big man’s bed’, was established in the right
bank of the Small Jugla River in parallel with
the mountain range — Lielie Kangari. North-
eastern and south-western slopes are naturally
steep, around 15 m high. Whereas, the other
two slopes of the castle mount are artificially
strengthened by ditches and 3— 4 m high ram-
parts. Plateau is 65 m long, 25 m wide. Archa-
eological excavations in the castle mound have
not been performed. Judging by the stray finds
and deep cultural layer the castle mound was
populated during Late Iron Age (800-1200).
There is a legend about the castle mound what
tells about a giant who slept here, cooked por-
ridge and went to Riga after salt.

EN The Great Jugla starts in Malpils region and

it flows through Ropazi and Garkalne regions,
where it by conflowing with the Small Jugla forms
the Jugla River. The beginning of the river is Sid-
gunda where it is formed in confluence of the
Mergupe and the Suda. The decline of the river is
71 m, the slope per 1 kmis 1.1 m. Above Ropazi
theriver s slow, 5 - 15m wide, can be paddled also
in low level.
Dam of Ropazi HPP is around 1.5m high concrete
wall across the entire river and can be paddled
only at high water level, because all the water is
directed to HPP. From the dam to HPP it is possi-
ble to paddle through the channel by getting out
near the bridge of the highway. After the dam the
river decline remains high up to the bridge and
also around 300 m after it. In good level here are
quite good waves and standing waves. Around
300 m after the highway bridge the decline de-
creases to some 1.5m/km.
Shortly above Bajari there begin rapids. In some
places there are formed quite good waves what
can be used for surfing. Rapids are local - namely
- none of them is longer than 50m, the decline
of the river - around 3.5m/km. This stage of rap-
ids continues until Zakumuiza, but it is more
useful to terminate the paddling just below the
bridge, which is around 1km above the centre
of Zakumuiza because the river banks are over-
grown and getting out is quite difficult. Further
the river has no rapids, but it can be paddled also
at low water level.

The Small Jugla is the tenth longest river in Lat-
via and it starts in Taurupe parish, flows through
Ogre, Ikskile, Salaspils and Stopini regions, in up-
per course it flows along the border of Garkalne
and Stopini regions. Outlet of the Small Jugla is
located 130 m above the sea level, but the mouth
- 0.1 m above the sea level. Tributaries from top
part reach up to 150 meters.

Small Jugla can be paddled in pretty long sec-
tion, starting already with the low level of flood
from Tarkalne, in high level - from Suntazi, during
floods from Diedzins. It should be kept in mind
that at lower water level in sections of rapids the
boats will be need to be towed.

The river at Diedzins is already quite large, its
width is about 10 m, but immediately after the
bridge there is a dam (0.5 m, vertical). Further up
to Suntazi there are no dams, sometimes there are
small rapids. In SuntaZi after the railway bridge
there is a dam in height around 1.5m, almost ver-
tical. Rodeo options are pretty good, although the
bottom is shallow. Further the river becomes slow,
on the banks there appear sandstone outcrops. In
Tarkalne the river has small, local rapids and re-
mains of two dams. After TinuZi there is only one
dam around 1km above Dobelnieki (around 1.5 m
high, in two levels), but it can be paddled only
during floods, because the major part of the wa-
ter is directed through the channel to HPP

4 EN/Ropazi (Rodenpois) Medieval

Castle, Rectory and Ancient

Burial Ground —{50m
Ropazi was Teutonic castle of Livonian branch
what was built in the beginning of 14th cen-
tury. For the first time it is mentioned in written
sources in 1322. The castle was built in order to
create the fortification ring of the Order around
the Riga city and to forbid land access to Riga be-
tween Adazi castle and Salaspils. In 1559 it was
burned by troops of Muscovy Tsar Ivan IV Grozny
and since then the castle ceased to perform its
military functions, but people still lived in the
castle until the 17th century.
Archaeological research works in Ropazu me-
dieval castle were performed three times. Dur-
ing them in 2006 it was found cultural layer of
12th century confirming historians’ allegations
that the castle built in 14th century was built
in previously inhabited territory of the village.
Whereas, in 2012 it was explored that the castle
had castle-front the information on existence
of which was not survived to the present days.
Excavations found also various artifacts: coins,
knives, fragments, bones, musket bullets, etc,, as
well as unusual thing - high horseshoe brooch
what is characteristic only to Estonian peoples.
Today only the ruins of the castle walls are re-
mained and there is no image where Ropazi me-
dieval castle can be seen. At present, its cleaning
works are carried out by historical reconstruc-
tion and research club “Rodenpoys” members in
collaboration with Ropazi Region Council.
